He had a bronze helmet on his head and wore a coat of scale
armor of bronze weighing five thousand shekels; on his legs he wore bronze greaves,
and a bronze javelin was slung on his back. His spear shaft was like a weaver’s rod,
and its iron point weighed six hundred shekels....

When it turned on me, | seized it by its hair,
struck it and killed it. Your servant has Killed both the lion and the bear; this
uncircumcised Philistine will be like one of them, because he has defied the armies
of the living God. The LORD who delivered me from the paw of the lion and the paw
of the bear will deliver me from the hand of this Philistine.”” Saul said to David, ‘Go,
and the LORD be with you.” 1 SAMUEL 17:34-37

“Then Saul dressed David in his own tunic. He put a coat of armor on him and a
bronze helmet on his head. David fastened on his sword over the tunic and tried
walking around, because he was not used fo them. ‘| cannot go in these,’ he said to
Saul, ‘because | am not used to them.” So he took them off. Then he took his staff in
his hand, chose five smooth stones from the stream, put them in the pouch of his

shepherd's bag and, with his sling in his hand, approached the Philistine.”
